On April 23 at 2pm, projected appointments were announced by the Virginia An-

nual Conference. I am projected to be here another year. For those of you unfamil-

iar with the process here is the “short version” for the appointment process: 

By January 1 of each year the Pastor Parish Relations Committee (PPR) meets 

with the Pastor to recommend to the conference cabinet, comprised of the bishop 

and conference district superintendents whether to continue ministry together.  

As a Licensed Local Pastor (LLP) my relationship with the conference is one year 

appointment at a time. Each year an LLP must renew the license for ministry by 

interviewing with the District Committee on Ordained Ministry (DCOM) after 

January 1. After this interview, the DCOM makes a recommendation to the DS to 

either recommend another year of licensing or not. 

As part of this process, the PPR and pastor submit to the conference an annual 

review by June 1 of each year. The DCOM requests the previous year’s annual 

review in making their recommendations for licensing. 

With the above information, the cabinet made up of conference district superinten-

dents and the bishop, discuss, discern, pray and make the appointments.
